'Come to me all you who labour and are burdened,  
and I will give you rest’ (Matthew 25:28) 

We read in today's Responsorial Psalm that the Lord is kind and full of 
compassion. He is abundant in mercy, good to all, and compassionate toward all 
his creatures (cf. Ps 145). This is the God in whom we believe. How wonderful He 
is! 

He does not want us to be overburdened or to suffer. He simply wants us to find 
rest and be free. All of us carry burdens, and He alone can give us true rest. 
Unfortunately, when people become desperate, they often seek rest where it 
cannot be found. They turn to practices such as palm reading, tarot card reading, 
witch doctors, and many other superstitious practices, believing they will find 
peace or solutions to their problems. These only lead to more difficulties and 
greater weariness. This is following the flesh. It is placing our trust in other gods, 
and as a result, we become even more burdened. 

What about you and me? Where do we go to find rest? Do we sit on the sofa and 
watch television or a film? That may help us relax for a while, but it is not the kind 
of rest Jesus is speaking about. True rest consists of taking time to be with God in 
prayer, in retreat, and in an intimate relationship with Him. As St. Paul says, "You 
are not in the flesh; on the contrary, you are in the Spirit, if only the Spirit of God 
dwells in you" (Rom 8:9). It is this Spirit whom we need to encounter within 
ourselves. 

He is there to be encountered by all who are humble. With joy, the prophet 
Zechariah proclaims, "Look, your king is coming to you!" Unlike earthly kings, He 
comes humbly, riding on a donkey. This is our King. By emptying ourselves and 
entering into our inner selves with sincerity and humility, both the rich and the poor 
can encounter Him. 

Let us pray that we may come to Him with simplicity and trust, bringing Him 
everything that burdens us, so that He may set us free and grant us true rest.  
Amen.
